2014 UK Street Glide Inner Fairing Removal
The below is how I removed my inner fairing for painting. I did not have any Harley instructions 9at that time) but it went okay. You may be able to find the HD instructions or find an alternative way to do it. Good luck.
1. Switch on ignition and immediately pull the main fuse under left side panel.
2. I removed the tank because it was easy to do and wanted to do some wiring as well. I also think it helps get at everything and prevents damage to the tank.
3. Remove the 3 screws in outer fairing holding the screen and remove screen.
4. Remove the 4 screws from the inner fairing that hold the outer fairing, make sure it doesn’t drop. Disconnect the wires to the headlamp bulbs and remove outer fairing.
5. Remove turn signals complete with their brackets (and auxiliary lights if fitted) from the upper forks. Both are connected with a plug just inside the fairing or behind the bracket.
6. Undo the 2 screws that hold the lower inner switch housing to the forks.
7. I didn’t remove the ignition switch some may do so. I reached up behind the lower inner fairing (easy with tank removed) and removed the plugs from the left and right switch blocks. Even though the switches were dummies on my bike there were still  connectors plugged into them. Another way to do this is to unscrew the switch blocks themselves and remove each complete with the connectors. There is a screw at each end of each block.
8. Remove the lower inner switch fairing. If it doesn’t come free now it will do so later.
9. Disconnect the plug that fits on the rear of the auxiliary power socket which is located in a hole in the right speaker box.
10. Undo the screws, I think 2, that hold the 2014 screen vent and pull it away towards the front of the bike.
11. Unplug each of the gauges from the electrical loom that runs between them.
12. Remove the screws holding each gauge and remove them. If you can't get at any of the screws don’t worry you will be able to later.
13. I think there is 1 screw that holds the USB box (jukebox?) in place. If you remove this from the outside rear of the box I think the whole box can be removed once you disconnect the USB wire to it. I think the box comes out backwards towards the front of the bike.
14. You can unbolt the mirrors from inside the fairing and remove if you wish.
15. Remove the screws that hold the speaker boxes to the inner fairing not the ones that hold the speaker boxes together.
16. Don’t worry about the audio system it is not connected to the inner fairing in anyway nor are any of the handlebar controls or hydraulics etc.
17. Look for anything else that appears to be screwed direct to the inner fairing and that can be undone at this stage. I don’t remember there being much else if anything.
18. Look at the back of the audio system and there are something like eight or nine electrical connectors. Unplug most of them, particularly the ones that are obviously going to pull when you start to rotate the whole front assembly backwards. I didn’t unplug what looked like some great big data connector that went into the back of the audio system. I didn’t like the look of it! It is just the connectors that will pull like the ones that go to the handlebars etc.
19. I would suggest you seek an assistant for the next bit.
20. The whole front section is bolted to the forks by two legs that come down and bolt where the turn signal brackets were.
21. If not already done, remove the chrome trim that runs across the forks below the headlight.
22. Unbolt the two main holding legs from the forks. Make sure someone is holding the whole front end.
23. Now very carefully and with the assistant slowly pull the front end forward and rotate it downwards. All the while watching out for anything that needs disconnecting near to the back of the audio system or elsewhere. Not as difficult as it sounds.
24. The reason you have to pull the section forwards and rotate is to free the two plastic legs on the inner fairing from the fork area.
25. Once pulled forward and rotated downwards and the inner fairing seem clear of the bike itself, it should just lift off as it is only a facia. If it doesn’t carefully look to find out what is still attached to the inner fairing and preventing it being removed.
26. Once you have the inner fairing removed you can easily take it away and unscrew anything attached to it such as the speaker grilles.
27. There are 3 parts to paint, the inner fairing, lower fairing and USB door cover.
28. The USB door has a very thin plastic facia cover on it. It is hard to describe how it is fitted other than it just clips over the door itself. You sort of need a knife or thin screwdriver to prise it off carefully. 
29. Reassemble in reverse order (unlike me who tried to be clever and then found I could not replace some of the screws)

I have done the above from memory so hope I haven’t missed anything but as you do it and realise how everything is all bolted around a main metal box structure bolted to the forks, and the inner fairing is just a facia rather than any form of support. It does become self evident as to what to do.

NB: I do suspect that if you decided to disconnect every electrical connector from the near to the back of the audio unit, including the main data connector thing, you would most likely to be able to take the whole front end away to a workbench and remove the inner fairing then. I went what seemed to work for me by using an assistant to just pull it forwards and rotate it a bit.

If anyone has the HD instructions then I would strongly suggest you follow them and not my amateur findings. That said they worked for me and everything was fine.
